
Volcano & Black Magic Tour

Day 1:  Arrive Port Vila and transfer to Iririki Island Resort 

Accommodation at Iriririki Island Resort in an Island Fare for 2 nights including a full Buffet Breakfast daily. 
 

Day 2:  Free Day in Port Vila 
 
Day 3:  Port Vila to Tanna Island - Stay 4 Nights for the Price of 3 Nights 

Transfer to airport for your flight to Tanna Island. On arrival, transfer to White Grass Ocean Resort for 4 
nights (includes daily Breakfast). 

 
Day 4:  Tanna Island – Yasur Volcano and Tanna Highlights Tour 

This safari will take you through the Middle Bush area, past the wild horses on the White Grass plains, coffee 
plantations, many highland villages reaching Mt. Loanialu at 552 metres. Across the ash plain moonscape 
Isiwi area, terminating at the peak of Mt. Yasur. A further 15-minute walk will place you at the crater’s edge 
(dependant on volcano activity at the time) where one can ponder over the awesome power of nature. 

 
Day 5:  Tanna Island – Black Magic and Kava Tasting Tour 

Experience the rituals of Black Magic practiced by a Warrior Tribe in the highlands of Tanna Island. Never 
before have this tribe revealed their black magic secrets. This tribe still live the same way their forefathers did 
hundreds of years ago. See the art of ambush. See the Tanna Cowboys ride bareback. Let these warriors 
challenge you with their traditional weapons and join them in custom dancing. All of your senses will be 
aroused and your adrenalin will pump. 

 
Day 6:  Tanna Island – Guided Snorkeling Safaris to Turtle Reef (optional) 
 
Day 7:  Tanna Island to Port Vila 

Transfer to airport for your return flight to Port Vila.

You 
will visit villages that rarely see cruise ships or western civilisation and take home memorable experiences of your 
cruise and of the wonderful Ni-Vanuatu people. Our cruises are all inclusive with luxury accommodation, all onboard 
chef prepared meals, juices, water, espresso coffee, tea, shore excursions, snorkelling equipment, kayaks and small 
boat explorations, an onboard leader, fishing equipment and guides.  
 
Day 1 (Friday):  Arrive Port Vila and transfer to Iririki Island Resort 
Accommodation at Iririki Island Resort in an Island Fare for 2 nights including a full Buffet Breakfast daily. 

 
Day 2 (Saturday):  FREE Day in Port Vila 
 
Day 3 (Sunday):   Port Vila to Santo 
Transfer to airport for flight to Santo. Transfer to Aoro Island where you will board the ‘Island Princess’ which departs 
Santo at 5pm. 

 
Day 4 (Monday): ‘Island Passage’ 
This morning there is the opportunity to snorkel over a fabulous coral reef that’s only metres from the ship. It’s an 
unforgettable experience – we will take you up current in the tender, so that you can drift over gardens of coral 
inhabited by a myriad of tropical fishes. On the same day you’ll venture up the Riri River in a dugout canoe to discover 
the miraculous Blue Holes – deep, clear freshwater springs that bubble up into the river. You have never seen the 
colour blue quite like this. A refreshing swim is almost compulsory! The rest of your day can include as much activity 
as you wish, sightseeing from the tenders, exploring the shoreline, perhaps a trip with one of our fishing guides. Or 
simply relaxing in a steamer chair as you adjust to ‘island time’ and get pampered ‘Island Passage’ style. Tonight will 
be spent at anchor just off the pristine beaches of Mavea Island.  
 
Day 5 (Tuesday): ‘Island Passage’ 
Start the day slowly, after enjoying another one of chef’s indulgent breakfasts there is still time for a swim or a walk 
before we up anchor and make our way north through more beautiful islands, arriving in Hog Harbour in the late 
afternoon. For those aboard keen to experience the thrill of fishing ‘tropical style’, this is the first opportunity. Our 
guides in the fishing tender will shadow the ship up the coast in search of the game fish that the area is known for. On 
the right day the results can be spectacular with tuna, wahoo and mahi mahi often caught. The views as we cruise 
north are unforgettable. If the conditions are right and a little bit of luck prevails, some of our local friends will deliver a 

basket of local lobster. The evening sunset brings the day to a splendid close with the Captain‟s Dinner.  

 
Day 6 (Wednesday): ‘Island Passage’ 
Today we visit the world famous Champagne Beach - said to be the most beautiful beach in the world - which 
promises the bluest water, whitest sand and greenest jungle – it’s just breathtaking. You can swim, sunbathe, snorkel, 
kayak and chat to the local pareu sellers. A totally relaxing day. Tonight we cross the straits to explore Maewo and 
Pentecost.  



 
Day 7 (Thursday): ‘Island Passage’ 
We’re welcomed into the village of Asanvari, which is situated above a beautiful lagoon at the southern end of Maewo. 
This intriguing settlement has a charismatic leader known simply as ‘Chief Nelson’. We’ll say no more about the chief, 
in case it spoils the surprise! In Asanvari you’ll get a look at the Ni-Vanuatu way of life. You’ll also get to know their 
sense of humour because smiling and laughing are the major pastimes here. You can watch a custom dance, chat 
with the locals, learn how to cook lap-lap, walk to the village gardens, visit a beautiful waterfall or snorkel in the 
protected lagoon. Make sure you check out the Asanvari Yacht Club. When you arrive back on board, it’s time for the 
Captain’s Cocktail Party. We remain at anchor in this fabulous bay overnight. 
 
Day 8 (Friday):  ‘Island Passage’ 
After breakfast, the ship gets underway to sail south to Waterfall Village on Pentecost Island. Our local host will 
introduce you to these wonderful people of South Pentecost. The villagers welcome you into their village as if you were 
part of it. From the Chief's heartfelt welcome to your traditional Vanuatu kava farewell you will be enthralled. All our 
guests agree that this is a very special place. Your last dinner aboard is served as we lie at anchor just off the village. 
Late in the evening we get underway with the trade winds on our quarter, passing between Bossika and Aore Islands 
as we head back towards Santo.  
Note. During the short land-diving season (May and June) we make a special visit each Friday to the rare land-diving 
spectacle on each of our Secrets of Bali Hai cruises.  
 
Day 9 (Saturday):  ‘Island Passage’ 
A Continental Breakfast is served before you disembark at 9.00 in the morning. You are free to use the facilities at 
Aore Island Resort before you are transferred to the airport for your onward flight. Transfers to the airport are provided.

General Information: 
These wonderful South Sea Islands offer guests so much to see and do. This tiny, but beautiful, corner of the world 
has been lost in time.

The villages will also offer local handicrafts for sale and the local cash Vatu is the only 
accepted currency and we suggest you take funds to purchase some unique and interesting Ni Vanuatu artefacts.  
 
Weather: Vanuatu is located between 13 and 17 degrees south of the equator. There are two main seasons being the 
wet and the dry. We operate in the dry season, which runs from April to November, which is well outside the seasonal 
cyclone season. Daily temperature average is around 28C (82F) however this can drop to 24C (75F) in July and 
August.
